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Objective:  Conduct a pilot project to confirm the results of research performed at LSU and quality assurance research being performed at the Mesocosm facility of Southeastern Louisiana University (SLU).
Accomplishments:  Results from mesocosm study indicate that toxicity levels are low and are within parameters of regulatory agencies.  From the study,  results indicate that the cuttings are not significantly different from canal dredge spoils.  Results have been published and presentations have and are being made to interested stakeholders.  Further mesocosm studies will be published and presented as they are finished.

This work may lead to a Project XL initiative with EPA Region 6.  If permitted the field work would be conducted in south Louisiana wetlands.  Some continued interest is being shown by service companies and Pemex  for possible work in Mexico.
