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Objective:  Continue collection and evaluation of data with respect to the impact of the spills on the respective soil ecosystems and the implications for remediation and restoration.
Work to be Performed: Four sites in the Tallgrass Prairie Preserve impacted by brine or oil spills will be sampled and characterized with respect to soil chemistry, bioassays for residual toxicity, soil microbiology, plant communities, and nematodes and other soil invertebrates.  Data will be analyzed with respect to the impact of the spills on the respective soil ecosystems and the implications for remediation and restoration.  A report of findings will be produced as a project deliverable.
