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	Objective:  Develop geographic databases accurately locating approximately 47,000 Louisiana wells for which the state has little or no information.
Work to be Performed: This project will develop geographic databases accurately locating approximately 48,953  Louisiana wells for which the state has little or no information.  Institute researchers in cooperation with the Louisiana Department of Natural Resources, Office of Conservation, will obtain paper records of each well permit. From this record using various commercial oil and gas, mapping and surveying software and data management programs, Gepgraphix, Arcview, AutoCad Map and Procogo to obtain the digital latitude and  longitude for each of the missing wells.  The information will be entered into computer databases covering active (11,450), shut-in (2,305), abandoned previous producer (17,513), abandoned dry (9,029), permit expired (7,083), and miscellaneous wells (1,573).  The databases, available in both digital and hard copy format, will help Louisiana implement risk-based regulatory policies and streamline existing policies, and provide industry and the public with access to information for all phases of the oil and gas business.
