It is the
highest nonmonetary award a DOE team can receive from the Department.

Wyatt supports the Office of Research and Development at NETL as Research Manager for Geological
and Environmental Sciences for URS Corporation. He is a certified Petroleum Geophysicist #112 and a
long-time member of AAPG. Wyatt helped found DEG, and he is a member of DPA and EMD.
