2015 Environmental Vision

Transportation: Achieve companywide CAFÉ standard of  35 mpg 

(EPA rated combined city/highway mileage) for all vehicles 

purchased by 2015

Emissions: Decrease greenhouse gas (CO2) emissions by 30 percent 

(baseline year 2000) 

Solid Waste: Divert from landfill 50 percent of  all solid waste 

generated

Hazardous Waste: Generate zero hazardous waste 

Water: Decrease water usage by 25 percent (baseline year 2000)

Energy: Decrease fossil fuel usage by 30 percent (baseline year 

2000); Increase renewable energy to 7 percent of  total 

electricity usage

Sustainable Cuisine: Increase purchases of  sustainable food items 

to 50% of  all company-wide expenditures
